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CHRISTIAN PERFECTION II
Proverbs 13:6 (KJV) Righteousness keepeth him that is upright in the way: but wickedness overthroweth the sinner.

Proverbs 11:5 (KJV) The righteousness of the perfect shall direct his way: but the wicked shall fall by his own wickedness.

We have prophetically decreed 2017 “The Year of Perfection.” It is the continuation of God’s righteous order established in the 2016 prophetic declaration of “Holy and Acceptable.”
Romans 12:1-2 (KJV) 
1  I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 
2  And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. 
Righteousness is the state of moral perfection required by God to enter heaven. 
1 Peter 4:18 (KJV) And if the righteous scarcely be saved, where shall the ungodly and the sinner appear?

However, the Bible clearly states that human beings cannot achieve righteousness through their own efforts. The law shows us how far we fall short of God's standards. The only solution to that dilemma is God's plan of salvation.
Romans 3:20 (KJV) Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin.

2 Corinthians 5:21 (KJV) For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.

We receive righteousness through faith in Jesus Christ as Savior. Christ, the sinless Son of God, took humanity's sin upon himself and became the willing, perfect sacrifice, suffering the punishment mankind deserved. God the Father accepted Jesus' sacrifice, through which human beings can become justified (righteous). In turn, believers receive righteousness (justification) from Christ. This doctrine is called Imputation

Romans 4:22-25 (KJV) 
22  And therefore it was imputed to him for righteousness. 
23  Now it was not written for his sake alone, that it was imputed to him; 
24  But for us also, to whom it shall be imputed, if we believe on him that raised up Jesus our Lord from the dead; 
25  Who was delivered for our offences, and was raised again for our justification. 

Perfection is the action or process of improving something until it is as faultless as purposed. Perfection is God-natured.

Psalm 18:30 (KJV)

 As for God, his way is perfect: the word of the LORD is tried: he is a buckler to all those that trust in him.
Philippians 3:13-15 (KJV) 
13  Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before, 
14  I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. 
15  Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in any thing ye be otherwise minded, God shall reveal even this unto you. 

Perfection means we will recognize our problems, and inefficiencies.  We will learn from our mistakes, therefore we will progress through honest monitoring, evaluating and upgrading.  We will live with a perpetual sense of spiritual improvement, by correcting our mistakes on our way of being upgraded and perfected.

Matthew 5:48 “Be ye therefore perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect.”
SPIRITUAL PERFECTION (A CHARACTERISTIC OF THE RIGHTEOUS)
Proverbs 11:5 (KJV) 
5  The righteousness of the perfect shall direct his way: but the wicked shall fall by his own wickedness. 

Psalm 84:7 (KJV) 
They go from strength to strength, every one of them in Zion appeareth before God.

Psalm 92:12 (KJV) 
The righteous shall flourish like the palm tree: he shall grow like a cedar in Lebanon.
Psalm 138:8 (KJV) 
8  The LORD will perfect that which concerneth me: thy mercy, O LORD, endureth for ever: forsake not the works of thine own hands. 

Job 17:9 (KJV) 
The righteous also shall hold on his way, and he that hath clean hands shall be stronger and stronger. 

Proverbs 4:18 (KJV) 
But the path of the just is as the shining light, that shineth more and more unto the perfect day.
Isaiah 38:3 (KJV) 
3  And said, Remember now, O LORD, I beseech thee, how I have walked before thee in truth and with a perfect heart, and have done that which is good in thy sight. And Hezekiah wept sore.

Ezekiel 28:15 (KJV) 
15  Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee.

Matthew 19:21 (KJV) 
21  Jesus said unto him, If thou wilt be perfect, go and sell that thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come and follow me. 
John 17:23 (KJV) 
23  I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved me. 

1 Timothy 4:13-16 (KJV) 
13  Till I come, give attendance to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine. 
14  Neglect not the gift that is in thee, which was given thee by prophecy, with the laying on of the hands of the presbytery. 

15  Meditate upon these things; give thyself wholly to them; that thy profiting may appear to all. 
16  Take heed unto thyself, and unto the doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this thou shalt both save thyself, and them that hear thee.

Ephesians 4:13 (KJV) 
13  Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: 

Colossians 1:28 (KJV) 
28  Whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom; that we may present every man perfect in Christ Jesus: 

Colossians 4:12 (KJV) 
12  Epaphras, who is one of you, a servant of Christ, saluteth you, always labouring fervently for you in prayers, that ye may stand perfect and complete in all the will of God. 

1 Thessalonians 3:10 (KJV) 
10  Night and day praying exceedingly that we might see your face, and might perfect that which is lacking in your faith? 
2 Timothy 3:16-17 (KJV) 
16  All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 
17  That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.

Hebrews 12:23 (KJV) 
23  To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made perfect, 

James 1:4 (KJV) 
4  But let patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing. 

James 3:2 (KJV) 
2  For in many things we offend all. If any man offend not in word, the same is a perfect man, and able also to bridle the whole body. 

1 Peter 5:10 (KJV) 
10  But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you. 

1 John 4:17 (KJV) 
17  Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the day of judgment: because as he is, so are we in this world. 

Revelation 3:2 (KJV) 
2  Be watchful, and strengthen the things which remain, that are ready to die: for I have not found thy works perfect before God.
